Calculation Method for the Rate of A(Excellent) for the Recommendation Requirement 
 

1. The grade criteria should be as follows, rounding off to the second decimal place. 

 A (Excellent): 100 to 80 points on a 100-point scale 

 B (Good): 79 to 70 on a 100-point scale 

 C (Passing): 69 to 60 points on a 100-point scale 

 

２．Credits earned on a pass/fail basis without a grade evaluation are not included in 
the calculation of the rate of A (Excellent). 

 
３．In cases where credits earned at other universities are included in graduation 

requirements, the calculation will be based on the grade of the course for which the 
credits were earned.
